e Have at least one ancestor who has immigrated from Italy.
e Have an intermediate to advanced working knowledge of Italian.
e Be available to work for 5 hours per day, 5 days a week with occasional weekend and holiday
shifts.
e Candidates must be interested in developing their skills in:
o Journalism/editing/translation (Italian to English) for print and online media
o Video-journalism/filmmaking/videography for TV and the Web
o Marketing & Sales for online, print and television media
